1 Submission of Bids: 


The Bidders should submit their Bid in two envelops:

      i) Envelop containing Technical Bid with EMD

      ii) Envelop containing price Bid.

Envelope should super subscribed thereon “Technical Bid ” and “Price Bid”.  Both these envelope are to be delivered in a SEALED COVER super subscribed thereon (“Bid for supply of medicine/drug surgical to LRS Institute of TB and Respiratory Diseases, Sri Aurobindo Marg, New Delhi-110030

   Note:  While opening the offers, the envelope containing Bid Security will be opened first.  The Bidders who have submitted required bid security in required form shall be considered further for the opening of the Price Bid.

2. Period for which the offer will remain open. 

    Quotation qualified by vague and infinite expressions such as subject to immediate acceptance etc. will not be considered.  The Bid must remain open for acceptance as per clause No.2 of schedule to Bid.

3. Price

The bidder should quote uniform discount on retail price in percentage term in respect of all items of supplies to the made by them under the agreement.  It should be noted that liability to pay any tax leviable under the law, will be that of bidder.  The bidder should note this while quoting his discount LRS Institute of TB and Respiratory Diseases, Sri Aurobindo Marg, New Delhi-110030.will pay only retail price of the medicine minus the discount agreed upon.  The quoted offer shall remain valid for the entire duration of the appointment of chemist.
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4. Terms of Delivery:

Will be as specified in the schedule to the Bid.     

5. Documents Necessary

Bidder shall furnish as, part of its bid, documents establishing the bidder’s eligibility to bid and its qualification to perform the contract if the bid is accepted, the following documents:


a. A certificate from the State Drug Controller Delhi, an affidavit stating that there is no case pending against the firm under the Drug.  Act & rules made there under. 

b. The supplier should hold valid licenses in specified form for various categories of  allopathic drugs issued by the Drug Control Authority of State under the provisions of Drugs and Cosmetics act, 1940

c. The turnover of the bidder should be at least Rs.20 (Twenty) lakh in the last financial year.  The bidder must submit the documentary evidence like profit & loss A/C statement, audited balance sheets in support of their claim.
d. Affidavit that the Tenders has never been black listed by a  State/Central Government and Semi Govt. or Autonomous Bodies etc. (Annex-B)
e. PAN No. of Bidder :- In case of sole proprietor to be accompanied by proof in form of certificate by C.A. that the firm is sole proprietor.
f. TIN/VAT/C.S.T registration with latest copy of VAT deposit receipt. 

6. Only chemist having their establishment within 10 Kms of the LRS Institute will be considered. The chemist to give undertaking that they are located within this distance.  

7. Right of Acceptance:

     The purchaser does not pledge himself to accept the lowest or any Bid and reserves to himself the right of accepting the whole or any part of the Bid and bidder shall supply the same at the rate quoted.  The bidder is required to Bid for the whole or any part of portion or to state clearly that the rates quoted shall apply only if the entire quantity is taken or purchased from the bidder.  In the absence of such clear stipulation in the Bid, it shall be presumed that the rate quoted will also be applicable in the event of acceptance of part of the Bid.

8. Acceptance of the Bid:

The purchaser will communicate acceptance by a letter it is acceptable to the purchaser.  The formal acceptance of the Bid will be forwarded to the bidder as soon as possible and the instruction contained in the letter should be complied with immediately.  The issue acceptance letter otherwise will conclude the contract enforceable under the law.

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Terms and Conditions of Contract :-
1. Period of Contract

The local chemist will be appointed for one year  from the date of appointment of local chemist unless short closed by Director, LRS Institute of TB and Respiratory Diseases, Sri Aurobindo Marg, New Delhi-110 030 before that at his discretion.  The date of appointment shall be communicated through letter of confirmation as described in the clause 20 of Schedule to Bid, (acceptance of Bid).

  2. Bid Validity

      Bid shall be valid for 180 days after specified date of submission of offers. 

  3. EMD
1) The bidder shall furnish, as part of its offer, EMD  of  Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty Five Thousand only) in form of Demand Draft drawn on Nationalized bank payable to the Director, LRS Institute of TB and Respiratory Diseases, Sri Aurobindo Marg, New Delhi-110 0030.




ii) Any Bid not secured in accordance with above will be out rightly rejected.

iii) Unsuccessful Bidder’s bid security will be discharged/returned as promptly as possible.

iv) The successful bidders bid security will be discharged upon the bidders  submission of performance security.

v) The bid security will be forfeited.

 (a) If a bidder withdraws his bid during the period of bid validity  specified above.

 (b) In case of the successful bidder, if bidder fails to furnish performance security.  

4. Performance Security: 


   Within seven (7) days of the receipt of letter of confirmation bidder shall furnish the performance security for an amount of Rs. 50,000/- (Rupees Fifty Thousand only) either in the form of Bank guarantee by a scheduled bank or Demand Draft No. claim shall be made against the LRS Institute of TB and Respiratory Diseases (Purchaser) in receipt of interest, if any, due on the performance security.  The performance security should remain valid during the entire duration of the contract. 

5. Forfeiture:

The amount of performance security shall be liable to be forfeited if the medicines/ surgical supplied by the local chemist against the indents placed on them in pursuance of this contract
are subsequently found as having been stolen from any where or area not conforming to quality.  The performance security is also liable to be forfeited:

i) If the local chemist fails to adhere to the terms of the contract or

ii) Refuses to follow the contract performance or

iii) Supplies sub-standard or spurious drugs.
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6. Evaluation of Bids:

    The quoted price  will be  evaluated on the  basis of  uniform discount offered by  the

     local chemist on the retail price in percentage terms in respect of all items of supplies

     to be made under the agreement.

7.  Sufficient stock of standard quality of medicines at all times will have to be maintained by the supplier, to avoid inconvenience to the Institute beneficiaries. 

8. In case of failure or refusal on your part to supply the medicines to the beneficiaries, the contract is liable to be terminated/cancelled at suppliers risk and cost.  Any extra cost involved in arranging supply from alternative source will be recovered from you.

9.   The supplier will indicate batch number and name of manufacturer in the indents at the time of supplying the drugs to the Institute.

10. The medicines/surgical to be supplied will be of standard quality.  In case it is found that any particular medicine, date is expired and found not of standard quality, substandard or spurious, supplier’s (Appointed Local Chemist) firm will be liable to the black-listed for a period of 5 years besides other legal action that may be initiated.  In case the chemist fails to supply indented medicines/surgical the purchaser will be entitled to procure the same from other chemist and the supplier will be liable to reimburse in full the price paid by the purchaser.  However the supplier with be allowed to claim what would be payable to him for the medicines/surgical as per agreed terms and conditions.  In case of indent for specific brand of medicines, the same shall not be submitted.

11.Authority Slip:


In case any ‘By Hand’ Authority Slip a given to a beneficiary by any medical authority of the Institute medicine will be supplied immediately to the beneficiary for a period as mentioned in the slip or for 7 days which ever is less.

12. The Director, LRS Institute of TB and Respiratory Diseases reserves the right to enter into parallel contract simultaneously or at any time during the period of this contract, with one or more chemists.

13. Life Period:

Every medicine its own life period mentioned on the label of medicine calculated from the date of manufacture. The life of article supplied should have at least 50% shelf life at the time of supply.

14.Packed supplies:

Supplies are required to be made in original packing manufacturer and in only available packing approximately nearest to the total quantity demanded or any particular medicines/drugs on any particular day for one or more patient unless otherwise stipulated.
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15.Collection of Prescription and Delivery for supply:
Local Purchase Indents on the basis of which supplies are to be made should be collected by the Local Chemist or his representative each by 11.30am from the I/c Medical Store. All the drugs are to be supplied by 3.00pm.on the same day to the I/c Medical Store.  The computer-generated bills will also be provided along with the supplies.  In case drugs are not available, the supplier will give a N.A. slip and the excess amount so incurred by the Institute will be imposed from the supplier as the basis of risk purchase. No substitute will be acceptable.  In case of any doubt concerning the prescription slip, the supplier will clarify the same with the I/c Medical Store, at the time of collecting the slips.
16.  Period upto which Supply Orders will be Placed:

Supply orders will be placed against the contract up to the last date of the contract. Orders received even on the closing date should be honored in accordance with terms of contract even though the last date of the contract may have expired.
17. In case the Local Chemist for any reason fails to supply any items indented by the Institute the beneficiaries concerned shall be entitled to purchase the medicines from the open market.  The Local Chemist will be liable to reimburse the discount offered by him on the cost of the medicine purchase. 

18. Warranty:
The bidder shall furnish along with quotations the under noted warranty: The Local Chemist do hereby declare that the medicines supplied under this contract shall be of the standard quality and in accordance with the specification as indented and if the article are discovered not to conform to the description and the standard quality aforesaid have deteriorated (the decision of the purchase in that behalf will be final conclusive), the purchaser in that behalf will be entitled to reject the said articles or sub portion whereof as may be discovered not confirming to the said description and quantity.  On such rejection such articles or such part thereof as the purchaser may decide will be replaced forthwith failing which the Local Chemist will have committed a breach of contract be liable to pay such damage as may arise by reason or breach of the condition of the contract or otherwise. 
19. Reservation: 


The purchaser reserves the right to appoint any number or more Local Chemist separately.
20. Acceptance of Bid:


The purchaser will be communicated by a letter of confirmation, in case the acceptance of the Bid will be forwarded to you as soon as possible but the instruction contained in letter should be opted upon immediately.  The acceptance of letter or otherwise will conclude the contact enforceable under the law. 
21.Right of Acceptance:
The purchaser does not pledge himself to accept the lowest or any Bid and reserves to himself the right of accepting the whole or any part of the Bid and you shall supply the medicines at the rate quoted.     
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22.Presentation of Bill
i) The local chemist shall present the bill for the supplies made daily. The bill should clearly indicate detail of the supply. The bill should clearly indicated the details e.g. Name of the item, Date of Manufacture, batch no, & expiry date, prescription slip no with date, rate discount as per contact etc. or any other such information required by the purchaser.
        ii)   The bill should be supported by the original indent along with the certificate in the prescribed from of the receipt of the Medical Officer in charge of the LRS Institute of TB and Respiratory Diseases under his/her signature, with date, seal of the office shall accompany bill charged, for the items indented given name/names of the drugs, their quantity and rate charged.  The incomplete bills not equipped any of the particulars mentioned above, will be disallowed and no payment shall be made.

23.Payment


              The local chemist shall claim payments once a month. Payment of the bills prescribed in complete forms and in time as state above will normally be arranged in 3 and 4 weeks from the date of the presentation.  However, no claim shall be made by the contractor against the LRS Institute of TB and Respiratory Diseases in respect of interest or damages in case the payment is delayed for any reason beyond the control of LRS Institute of TB and Respiratory Diseases.\

24. Arbitration clause

        In case of any dispute between  the purchaser and the local chemist, arising under the contract or in regard to the interpretation of the terms and conditions of the contract (except as to any matters the decision of which is specially provided for by these or special conditions), decision of the Director, LRS Institute of TB and Respiratory Diseases to act as sole arbitration in the dispute shall be final and binding on both the parties to his contract.
         Subject to aforesaid, the Arbitration and Conciliation act, 1996 and any statutory modifications thereof for the time being in force shall be deemed to apply to the arbitration proceedings under this clause.  The venue of arbitration shall be at New Delhi/ Delhi in India.
